Ambush Park was created after Benson became a city in the late 1800s. Since its creation it has  had 
renovations and additions. Some of the more recent renovations include walking trails and a butterfly 
garden. The butterfly garden was built around 2000 with a grant from Agralite Electric. In the summer 
of 2015, they are planning to restore an old school in the park and put in new water fountains.

Funding: The park system of Benson allocates 
$220,000 for the maintenance of all parks. 

Financial Sustainability:
The maintenance of the pak is included in the annual 
budget of the city under park maintenance. 

There is one full time employee who maintains all of the 
parks. In addition to funding from the city, Agralite Electric 
donated $50,000 for the creation of the butterfly garden.

Results: Ambush Park has a variety of amenities 
that may be enjoyed by the people who 
visit the park.
