Finance your renewable energy or energy efficiency project with no upfront out-of-pocket costs through a PACE loan, which 
is repaid via a property tax assessment. To qualify, an energy audit is required to demonstrate a net reduction in energy 
consumption. The audit identifies opportunities for immediate energy savings, which can generate positive cash flow and 
help offset repayment—allowing the savings achieved to be used to pay back the property tax assessment.
